· To provide support for Lead Child Protection Officers in each organisation in regard to investigations, hearings and procedures. 

· To establish and maintain a secure and confidential central records database for the recording of cases that have been adjudicated on within the four bodies. 

· To produce, update and implement a Child Protection Training matrix for judo. 

To lead of the implementation of each organisation’s introduction of the Standards for Safeguarding & Protecting Children in Sport.
